DATA TO HIGHLIGHT THE SBHC MODEL:

SBHCs provide primary health care, behavioral health care, and dental services to all students,
regardless of their ability to pay. Among our first 11 Data Hub participating organizations,
17% of students had both a primary care and a behavioral health visit.

VISITS, BY TYPE Primary care visits include acute care, child well
exams, immunizations, sports physicals, and
reproductive health care.

Health Behavioral health visits include services for
